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Heiner Müller is a german writer. He was born 
in 1925 and died in 1995.

The importance of his work can be 
summarized in 5 points:

1. In its insistence on the impossible.

2. In the affirmation of  a certain non-integrity
of the human being.

3. In establishing a kind of cold view on 
reality. To finally confront it like it is instead
of moralizing how it should be.

4. In its affirmation of chaos as artistic 
strategy.

5. In its interrogation of a reduced concept of 
enlightenment.
